
THE TWINS: The Twins completed their seven-game roadtrip with a record of 6-1 (3-1 in 
Seattle and 3-0 in Anaheim), their most wins on a seven-game trip since July of 2010 (also 
6)...tonight the Twins will begin a three-game weekend series with the White Sox, followed 
by two against the Brewers on Monday and Tuesday...the Twins have won 13 of their last 17 
and eight of their last nine...they lead baseball with 16 wins this month and have the best 
winning percentage in baseball overall at .673.

TWINS GO DEEP FOR A DISNEY SWEEP: The Twins beat the Angels yesterday afternoon by a 
score of 16-7, sweeping in Anaheim for the first time since 1996...Martín Pérez (7-1) was 
the starter and winner, becoming one of three AL pitchers with seven-plus wins...the offense 
recorded 17 hits, eight being home runs from Max Kepler, Jorge Polanco, Eddie Rosario, C.J. 
Cron, Miguel Sanó (2) and Jonathan Schoop (2)...more on yesterday's game:

AThey became the only team in baseball history with two games of at least 17 hits and 
at least eight home runs, previously having done so in Game 2 April 20 at Baltimore...only 
19th 8+ homer, 17-hit game in the majors since 1908.

APrevious all-time eight-homer games (club record): 8/29/63 at WAS & 4/20/19 (G2) at BAL.

ABecame the second team in baseball history with two games of eight homers-or-more 
in one season, joining the 2005 Texas Rangers.

AHad seven home runs travel at least 400 feet, the most in the Statcast Era.

AFinished the roadtrip with 9.4 runs-per-game...outscored opponents 67-29.

WINNESOTA: The Twins enter today with an 8.0-game lead over Cleveland in the AL Central...
it marks the first time in franchise history the Twins have had an 8.0-game division lead in May.

AThe 8.0-game lead through the first 49 games marks the Twins earliest 8.0-game lead in the 
divisional era (since 1969) with the previous club record being 91 games in 2002.

TWINS AND SOX: Twins and White Sox are playing each other for the first of 19 times this 
season...in 2018, the Twins went 12-7, going 7-3 at Target Field and 5-4 at Guaranteed Rate 
Field...Twins enter tonight having won their last four over the Sox...Twins have gone 24-14 
vs. Chicago since the start of 2017.

FLEXIN': The Twins have hit 98 home runs this season, the most in baseball...they are on pace 
to hit 324, which would break the major league record of 267, done by the Yankees last season.

AThey have 55 homers projected at least 400 ft. on the season, leading MLB (CHC next with 45).

ATwins have an average home run distance of 403 feet, eighth best in baseball and third 
best in the AL, trailing only Los Angeles (407) and Texas (405).

AThey have hit 5-plus homers in a game six times through 49 games, which is the fastest 
in baseball history...the next closest team being the 1977 Red Sox in 65 games.

APrevious Twins home run mark through first 49 games was 79, done in 1986.

ATwins need two home runs tonight to become just the second team to ever hit 100-or-more 
in their first 50...the 1999 Mariners hit 102...Twins are tied now with the 2000 Cardinals.

AWith two more multi-homer games yesterday from both Schoop and Sanó, that gives the 
Twins 13 multi-homer games on the season, already tied for third most in club history, their 
most being 17 in 1986 and 15 in 1964...their last season with as many as 13 was 2017.

AThey are the only team in baseball with multiple six-homer games, having done so four 
times, the rest of the MLB combined has three (Dodgers, Yankees, Cubs).

ATwins six highest home run games (8 + 8 + 6 + 6 + 5 + 5 = 38), still total more than 
both the Tigers (37) and Marlins (32).

ATwins lead baseball with a +38 home run differential...second best is Houston at +30.

SHIFTING: The Twins infield has shifted 3,361 times this season, the fourth most in baseball, 
trailing Baltimore (3,732), Houston (3,465) and Milwaukee (3,430)...557 times they have shift-
ed have resulted in outs, third most in baseball, trailing Houston (611) and Baltimore (574).

ATwins fielders enter today with 21 defensive runs saved, third in the AL and eighth best in baseball...Twins lead baseball in Ultimate 
Zone Rating at 14.1...the Twins leader in Defensive Runs Saved is Byron Buxton with seven - seventh most in all of baseball.

FOR STARTERS: This month, Twins starters have gone 14-5, 3.07 ERA (132.0 IP, 45 ER) with 37 walks, 125 strikeouts, an opponent 
batting average of .236 and an opponent OPS of .692...they also have 12 quality starts among the 22 games started this month...on 
the season, the Twins have three pitchers with at least six wins: Martín Pérez (7-1), José Berríos (6-2) and Jake Odorizzi (6-2)...no other 
team in baseball has more than one pitcher with six wins.

HIP HOP JORGE!: In his last 16 games, Jorge Polanco is hitting .418 (28-for-67) with five doubles, four home runs, 15 RBI and 13 runs 
scored...on the season, he is hitting .344 (64-for-186) with 14 doubles, five triples, nine home runs, 26 RBI, 31 runs scored, 21 walks and 
a 1.030 OPS...among AL players, he ranks first in average, tied for first in hits, third in OBP, and fourth in slugging percentage and OPS.

MR. 3,000: Larry Vanover is umpiring his 3,000th major league game tonight...Vanover, 63, started his umpiring career on June 25, 1991...Vanover 
has umpired three Division Series (2006, 2013 & 2016) three LCS's (2003, 2007 & 2011), the 2016 World Series and the 1999 and 2013 ASG.

THE RAIDERS: Twins are giving away a Joe Mauer Cretin-Derham Hall High School "Raiders" bobblehead to the first 10,000 fans tonight...
Mauer, who retired this off-season after 15 seasons with the Twins, was drafted out of Cretin as the first overall pick in the 2001 First-
Year Player Draft...at Cretin, he hit .625 with 43 home runs, 170 RBI and one strikeout in 222 at-bats while pitching to record of 11-0.

CAREER NOTES

LAST START: Berríos was dealt his second no-decision of the year after throwing a season-low 
4.2 innings pitched in an 18-4 Twins win...he allowed four runs (all earned) on eight hits, with 
all four runs coming across in the fifth inning...held the Mariners to just two hits, no runs, with 
no walks and six strikeouts prior to the fifth.
• Of his now four career starts vs. the Mariners, this marked the second time he's lasted only 
4.2 innings...in those two games he is 0-1, allowing a combined nine runs on 14 hits with zero 
walks and 13 strikeouts...in his other two outings he went 1-1, pitched 7.1 innings and 8.0 
innings, allowing a combined four runs on 13 hits with two walks and 14 strikeouts. 

VS. THE WHITE SOX: Berríos is making his 10th career start and first of the season against the 
White Sox...in 2018, was 4-0 with a 2.12 ERA (34.0 IP, 8 ER) with eight walks and 36 strikeouts...
last start against the Chi-Sox was September 28 of last season, where he allowed one run on 
three hits and four walks with nine strikeouts over 7.0 innings...only career loss to the White 
Sox came August 24, 2017, allowed five runs (three earned) on four hits and three walks with 
nine strikeouts over 5.1 innings.
•Over three games vs. the White Sox at Target field last season, he carried a 1.17 ERA which 
was the lowest out of any opponent he faced more than once last season...he allowed just three 
runs on 12 hits with four walks and 30 strikeouts over 23.0 innings pitched.
• Since 2016, his 2.12 ERA against the Southsiders is the third lowest in all of baseball...
Héctor Santiago of the New York Mets has a 1.13 ERA and Carlos Carrasco of the Indians owns 
a 1.93 ERA in that span.

COMMANDING THE CENTRAL: In three starts this year vs. AL Central opponents, Berríos is 
2-0 with a 2.11 ERA (21.1 IP, 5 ER) with two walks and 21 strikeouts, all three of which were 
quality starts...his two wins are tied for fifth most against the AL Central...Berríos is holding 
divisional opponents to a .173 average and has not lost a divisional game since September 8, 
2018 vs. Kansas City when he allowed one run on three hits and two walks with five strikeouts 
over 6.0 innings.
• He owns a lifetime record of 17-6 against AL Central opponents with a 3.93 ERA (199.0 IP, 
87 ER) with 66 walks and 189 strikeouts...has held opponents to a .224 average and carries 
a 1.16 WHIP which is his second lowest against any division behind an 0.87 WHIP against NL 
West opponents.

LEADERBOARD LOVE: Berríos leads Twins starters in innings pitched (63.2), strikeouts (60), 
quality starts (7) and SO/BB ratio (5.45), while he is second behind Odorizzi (1.06) in WHIP (1.13).
• Among American League starters, Berríos is tied for second in quality starts (7) behind Justin 
Verlander (9) and is tied for third in wins (6).

PITCH SELECTION: José is throwing his curveball this season at a 33.1 percent usage rate...in 
2018 he threw it 30.4 percent of time, 30 percent in 2017 and 21.6 in 2016...he has thrown a 
total of 969 pitches on the year with 51.8 percent of those landing in the strike zone...below is 
the breakdown of his 2019 pitch arsenal, according to Baseball Savant:
