
RHP Bailey Ober (0-1, 6.57) vs. Reese Olson (0-2, 3.86)

THE TWINS: After completing their seven-game roadtrip with a record of 2-5 (2-2 in Detroit 
and 0-3 in Baltimore), the Twins began their seven-game homestand with a loss to the Tigers 
last night...today, the Twins and Tigers will play the second game of this three-game series 
and wrap the series tomorrow afternoon...after this series, the Twins will host the White Sox 
for a four-game series from Monday-Thursday.

A
The Twins are looking to avoid dropping their sixth-straight game today, which would 
extend their season-long streak...their last win came in Game 2 of the doubleheader in 
Detroit last Saturday.

A
Minnesota's previous five-game losing streak came July 25-30, 2023 (also 5)...their last 
six-game losing streak was August 20-25, 2022 (also 6).

BATS GO COLD AGAIN ON CHILLY NIGHT IN MINNEAPOLIS: The Twins lost to the Tigers last 
night by a score of 5-4...Joe Ryan was the starter but did not factor into the decision, allow-
ing four runs on seven hits in 5.1 innings pitched, with one walk and six strikeouts...Caleb 
Thielbar (0-1) was issued the loss, allowing the winning run to cross in the top of the ninth 
inning...the offense recorded just five hits, two coming from Trevor Larnach, who hit his first 
home run of the season — a two-run shot in the first inning...Byron Buxton drove in the other 
two runs with a sixth-inning double...Minnesota struck out 12 times and walked just twice.

TWINS AND TIGERS: The Twins are playing the sixth of 13 games against the Tigers today...
Minnesota has gone 2-3 against the Tigers this season, their only two wins coming last 
Saturday, taking both games of the doubleheader at Comerica Park.

A
Rocco Baldelli has a managerial record of 49-36 against the Tigers — since 2019...only 
Terry Francona (51-29) has beaten Detroit more in that span.

A
The Twins have gone 35-17 at home against the Tigers since the start of the 2018 season...
in fact, in that time frame, the Twins only lost two home series to the Tigers, holding a 
12-2-2 series record in that span.

A
Twins lead baseball in home runs vs. Detroit since the start of 2019, hitting 122, 25 ahead 
of Chicago-AL (97). 

A
Carlos Santana is hitting .234 (167-for-714) with 41 doubles, 27 home runs, 104 RBI, 
124 walks and 109 runs scored in 194 career games vs. Detroit...below are his ranks vs. 
Detroit among actives:

AMERICA'S NEXT TOP JEFF: Ryan Jeffers has hit safely in seven of his last nine games, hitting 
.364 (12-for-33) with four doubles, two home runs, seven RBI and a 1.067 OPS in that span...
additionally, among all AL catchers (as primary position), his 11 RBI on the season are tied 
with Adley Rutschman for third most, trailing Salvador Perez (17) and Jonah Heim (15).

A
Jeffers has gone 6-for-19 (.316) with four RBI in five games against the Tigers this season.

A
His 27 career hits, seven home runs, 22 RBI and 14 walks against Detroit (45 games) are 
his most against any opponent.

AK19: Alex Kirilloff has hit safely in 13 of 17 games this season...he leads the team in hits 
(16), OPS (.890) and doubles (4)...additionally he ranks in the 92nd percentile in baseball 
in average exit velocity (93.0 mph).

A
Kirilloff is hitting .343 (12-for-35) off fastballs this season, .286 (4-for-14) off breaking 
pitches and .000 (0-for-5) against offspeed.

FASHIONABLY LATE: The Twins have scored 34 runs in the seventh inning-or-later this season, 
tied with Detroit for fourth most in the American League, trailing Baltimore (46), Tampa Bay 
(38) and New York (36)...Minnesota has scored 11 runs in the seventh inning, three runs in 
the eighth inning, 12 runs in the ninth inning and eight in extra innings.

A
Minnesota's 12 ninth-inning runs rank tied for third-most in baseball with Los Angeles-AL, 
trailing Atlanta (17) and Texas (13).

CAMARGO TRAIN: Jair Camargo is making his first major league start today...he made his 
debut on Tuesday at Baltimore, pinch-hitting in the ninth inning for Byron Buxton, drawing 
a walk and scoring a run...Camargo spent all of 2023 with Triple-A St. Paul, hitting .259 
(86-for-332) with 16 doubles, 21 home runs, 63 RBI and an .826 OPS...he set minor league/
professional career-high in hits (86), runs scored (56), home runs (21), RBI (63) and walks 
(29)...added to Twins' 40-man roster on November 6...ranked as 26th-best prospect in Twins 
organization by Baseball America entering 2024.

A
Camargo was acquired by the Twins as part of the Kenta Maeda trade with Los Angeles-NL 
in February of 2020.

A
Jair is the second player in club history to wear uniform number 85, the previous being 
left-handed pitcher Charlie Barnes in 2021.

SAY HELLO TO CAITLIN CLARK FOR US: Max Kepler played in his second game on rehab 
assignment last night with Triple-A St. Paul at Indianapolis, going 0-for-2 with a walk and 
played seven innings in rightfield...St. Paul plays at Indy again tonight at 5:35 pm (CT).

REST IN PEACE, DAVE McCARTY: Former Twins outfielder/first baseman Dave McCarty passed 
away yesterday at age 54...McCarty was the Twins third overall pick in the 1991 First-Year Player Draft and made his debut with Minnesota 
in 1993...he played parts of three seasons in a Twins uniform, hitting .226 with three home runs in 167 games.

ON THIS DAY IN TWINS HISTORY: In 1988, the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome hosted the 10,000th home run in Yankees history as Claudell 
Washington went deep off Jeff Reardon in a 7-6 victory over the Twins...on this day in 1995, Jeff Reardon announced his retirement; the 
closer for the 1987 World Champion Twins saved 104 games in a Twins uniform from 1987-89 and ranks sixth on the club’s all-time list; 
he saved three postseason games in 1987, including World Series Game 7, securing the Twins first ever World Series victory.

0.69 ERA (78.2 IP, 6 ER) with nine walks, 100 strikeouts and a .194 opponent batting av-
erage in 14 games (13 starts) for GCL Twins, High-A Fort Myers and Double-A Pensacola.

•	Led all minor league pitchers (min. 75.0 IP) with a 0.69 ERA in 2019 and ranked second 
in the minors with a 0.81 WHIP...also became the first Twins minor league pitcher to 
allow six-or-fewer earned runs in 78.2-or-more innings pitched since at least 1961.

•	Named Twins minor league Pitcher of the Week twice during the 2019 season: once 
for Fort Myers on August 4 (6.1 IP, 0 ER, 6 H in 1 start) and again on August 25 with 
Pensacola (1-0, 7.0 IP, 0 ER, 3 H, 0 BB, 12 K).

•	In 2018, was named Twins minor league Pitcher of the Week in consecutive weeks: 
July 7, going 1-0 with 7.0 shutout innings and 12 strikeouts vs. Wisconsin for Low-A 
Cedar Rapids Kernels, and again July 14, going 1-0 with two runs allowed in 7.0 
innings and 10 strikeouts vs. Fort Wayne...became first ever Twin to win the award 
twice in a season.

•	Selected by Twins in 12th round of 2017 First-Year Player Draft; signed by scout 
Seth Moir...originally selected by Los Angeles-NL in the 23rd round of the 2016 
First-Year Player Draft, but elected to return to the College of Charleston.

•	Attended College of Charleston from 2014-17, missing the 2015 season recovering 
from Tommy John surgery on right elbow...compiled a 24-9 record with a 2.91 ERA 
and 254 strikeouts in 259.2 innings over the course of his collegiate career.

CAREER NOTES

DOMINANT IN DETROIT: Last pitched April 14 in Detroit opposite Jack Flaherty, tossing 6.0+ scoreless 
innings with three hits, no walks and three strikeouts...exited with 3-0 lead, but didn't factor into the 
decision as Minnesota collapsed and lost 4-3...retired 14-straight batters from innings 2-6...pulled 
in seventh after Spencer Torkelson's leadoff double; Brock Stewart entered and stranded the runner.

A
Marked fifth career start of 6.0-or-more scoreless innings.

A
Hasn't allowed a run since the first inning vs. Los Angeles-NL on April 8, a 10.0-inning streak.

TWO STARTS AGO: Made second 2024 start April 8 vs. Los Angeles-NL, opposite James Paxton, al-
lowing one run on three hits in 5.0 innings, walking two and striking out seven...didn't factor into 
decision as Dodgers won 4-2...allowed only run on first-inning sacrifice fly by Freddie Freeman, the 
third batter of the game.

TRACK RECORD VS. TIGERS: Making ninth career start vs. Detroit...after April 14 performance, now 
has a 4.61 ERA (41.0 IP, 21 ER) with nine walks and 42 strikeouts against Tigers...most recent Target 
Field start vs. Detroit came August 15, 2023, when he allowed two runs on four hits (1 HR) in 5.0 
innings; didn't factor into decision as Minnesota won 5-3.

COMFORT OF HOME: Since the beginning of 2023, Ober has gone 3-3 with a 3.21 ERA (81.1 IP, 29 
ER), 1.44 home-runs-per-9.0-innings and 8.63 strikeouts-per-9.0-innings at Target Field, compared 
to 5-4 with a 4.18 ERA (75.1 IP, 35 ER), 1.43 HR/9 and 9.44 K/9 on the road...has made 13 quality 
starts in that span: six at home and seven on the road...in his career, has started 14 home games 
vs. AL Central opponents; has gone 2-1 with a 2.97 ERA (69.2 IP, 23 ER) and 9.69 K/9.

REVERSE SPLITS: April 14, Detroit's left-handed hitters went 1-for-9 with a double and three strike-
outs against Ober, while righties went 2-for-12 with a double...through three games against Ober, 
lefties have hit .250 (6-for-24) with seven strikeouts and a .796 OPS, righties .346 (9-for-26) with 
four strikeouts and a 1.063 OPS.

A
Through April 19, Detroit's right-handed hitters have slashed .214/.281/.307 with 22 walks and 
74 strikeouts against right-handed pitching.

THE ARSENAL: Ober upped his slider usage and reduced fastball usage in Detroit while continuing 
to feature cutter against both left- and right-handed hitters...here's his pitch usage through three 
starts, per Baseball Savant:

Threw 20 sliders at Detroit after throwing 10 total sliders in first two starts...Tigers hitters went 
0-for-5 against the pitch with an average exit velocity of 80.0 mph and whiffed one time on 
11 swings.

A
Threw 24 4-seamers in 84 pitches (28.6%) at Detroit, his lowest percentage of fastballs in a 
start in his career.

FINDING THE FASTBALL: Through three starts, opponents are hitting Ober's 4-seam fastball harder 
and more often than in past seasons...pitch has resulted in a .905 slugging percentage and .572 
wOBA, both MLB-worsts (min. 25 PA)...here are some of his fastball numbers since his 2021 debut:

A WIN-WORTHY EFFORT: Sunday marked Ober's third career game with 6.0-or-more innings, no runs 
and no walks; has earned a winning decision in only one of the three: July 1, 2023 in Baltimore...
there have been 16 such performances in MLB in 2024 and only five, including Ober's, haven't 
resulted in wins.

A
Since his 2021 debut season, Ober ranks fourth among Minnesota pitchers with 17 quality 
starts...Minnesota has gone 11-6 in those games.

A
Ober, Pablo López and Joe Ryan have combined for five quality starts this season, but only 
López (3/28 at KC) has been credited with a win in those games...Minnesota has gone 2-3 in 
the five games.

SHORT TIME, NO SEE: Making second-straight start vs. Detroit...six times in his career, Ober has faced 
the same opponent in consecutive outings...in the second of those outings, he's combined for a 2.76 
ERA (29.1 IP, 9 ER)...faced Detroit in back-to-back starts August 9-15, 2023, completing 5.0 innings 
both games; allowed five runs (4 ER) on 11 hits August 9, two earned runs on four hits August 15.
